Report on Financial Statements 

We have audited the accompanying financial statements of Gavilan College Educational Foundation (the 
Foundation), which comprise the statement of financial position as of June 30, 2016, and the related statement 
of activities and of cash flows for the year then ended, and the related notes to the financial statements. 

Management’s Responsibility for the Financial Statements 

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial statements in 
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America; this includes the 
design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and fair presentation 
of financial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error. 

Auditor’s Responsibility 

Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.  We conducted 
our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America.  Those 
standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether the 
financial statements are free of material misstatement. 

An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and disclosures in the 
financial statements.  The procedures selected depend on the auditor’s judgment, including the assessment of 
the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements, whether due to fraud or error. In making those 
risk assessments, the auditor considers internal control relevant to the entity’s preparation and fair 
presentation of the financial statements in order to design audit procedures that are appropriate in the 
circumstances, but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the entity’s internal 
control.  Accordingly, we express no such opinion.  An audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness of 
accounting policies used and the reasonableness of significant accounting estimates made by management, as 
well as evaluating the overall presentation of the financial statements.

STATEMENT OF CASH FLOWS

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1. ORGANIZATION AND REPORTING ENTITY 
 
Gavilan College Educational Foundation (the Foundation) is a not-for-profit public benefit organization 
that provides support to various programs and functions of Gavilan Joint Community College District 
(the District), and provides a link between the District and the community. The District and the 
Foundation are considered related parties. During the year ended June 30, 2016, there were no 
transactions between the two entities.  
 
The Foundation was organized for the purpose of providing financial assistance to students in need. 
The Foundation provides opportunities for members of the community to donate property and money 
for the express purpose, through scholarships, sponsorship, and other support, of helping deserving 
students receive a quality education. 
 
In concert with the District and the community it serves, the Foundation commits itself to work toward 
educational excellence, and to assist in the implementation of the mission of the District to provide a 
supportive learning environment enriched by diversity, which promotes personal and professional 
success, leadership, innovation, responsibility, and a sense of community. 
 
 

2. SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 
 
Basis of accounting - The accompanying financial statements have been prepared on the accrual basis 
of accounting. Under this method, revenues are recorded when earned and expenses are recognized 
when they are incurred in accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United 
States of America. The Foundation reports information regarding its financial position and activities 
according to three classes of net assets:  unrestricted, temporarily restricted, and permanently restricted. 
At June 30, 2016, the Foundation has no permanently restricted net assets. 
 
Cash and cash equivalents have been defined as cash and highly liquid short-term investments with 
original maturities of 90 days or less at the date of purchase.   
 
The Foundation maintains its cash in bank deposit accounts which, at times, may exceed federally 
insured limits. The Foundation has not experienced any losses in such accounts. Management believes 
the Foundation is not exposed to any significant credit risk related to cash. 

 
Contributions - Contributions are recognized as revenues in the period received or unconditionally 
promised, in accordance with professional standards. All contributions are considered available for 
unrestricted use unless specifically restricted by donors for future periods or specific purposes. Donor-
restricted amounts are reported as increases in temporarily or permanently restricted net assets. 
Temporarily restricted net assets become unrestricted, and are reported as net assets released from 
restrictions, when the time restrictions expire or the contributions are used for the restricted purpose. 
Contributions of assets other than cash are recorded at their estimated fair value at the date of donation.
