Summary of the Course

Subject Area: English

This course provides you with an opportunity to undertake work-integrated learning and gain industry
experience with a host organisation closely related to your Major in English. You may also apply to work
on attachment on an academic research project or work in an editorial role for an academic journal.
Ideally, you will undertake an internship after you have completed 1.5 years of full-time study (or
equivalent) and completed a minimum of 18 UOC in the Major. At the end of the internship you will
provide a summative report of your experiences and work examples completed during the internship.

The internship requires a total commitment of 100-150 hours of work with a host organisation and may
normally be taken in first, second or summer semester. Internship opportunities are advertised via the
School of the Arts and Media Internship Newsletter. Alternatively you may approach a relevant
organisation to apply for an internship. Prior to seeking an internship, you should attend an internship
information session run by the School of the Arts and Media.

To be eligible for this course, you must have a minimum WAM of 70.

At the conclusion of this course the student will be able to

1. have gained experience of industry processes and practices
2. apply theoretical concepts and practical skills gained in the program to real-world contexts
3. have enhanced their capacity for independent engagement with industry providers

If the work would have received a pass mark but for
the lateness and the work is a compulsory course component (hurdle requirement), a student will
be deemed to have met that requirement;
Work submitted 20 or more days after the stipulated deadline will not be accepted for
assessment and will receive no feedback, mark or grade. If the assessment task is a compulsory
component of the course a student will receive an Unsatisfactory Fail (UF) grade as a result of
unsatisfactory performance in an essential component of the course.

Academic Honesty and Plagiarism

Plagiarism is using the words or ideas of others and presenting them as your own. It can take many
forms, from deliberate cheating to accidentally copying from a source without acknowledgement.

UNSW groups plagiarism into the following categories:

Copying: using the same or very similar words to the original text or idea without acknowledging the
source or using quotation marks. This also applies to images, art and design projects, as well as
presentations where someone presents another’s ideas or words without credit.

Inappropriate paraphrasing: Changing a few words and phrases while mostly retaining the original
structure and/or progression of ideas of the original, and information without acknowledgement. This also
applies in presentations where someone paraphrases another’s ideas or words without credit and to
piecing together quotes and paraphrases into a new whole, without appropriate referencing.

Collusion: working with others but passing off the work as a person’s individual work. Collusion also
