Integrated First Year
Courses

Students must complete a 36UOC (6 course) of Introductory Business core course.

myBCom

Students must complete three non-credit bearing myBCom professional development elements including myBCom Blueprint (COMMO0999),
myBCom First Year Portfolio (COMM1999) and myBCom Graduation Portfolio (COMM3999).

Work Integrated Learning
Course (WIL)

Final Year Synthesis

Students must complete 6 UOC Work Integrated Learning (WIL) course within their program. This course can count as a free elective or where
applicable, can count as a Commerce major elective or Synthesis course.

Students must complete either a 6 UOC Synthesis of Learning Course, or a 0 UOC Synthesis Experience. This course can count as a free elective
or where applicable, can count as a Commerce major elective or WIL course.
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
