|TEACHING STRATEGIES

The Masters Coursework Thesis Project is an individual project in which each student works under the guidance of a
nominated member of the academic staff (supervisor). A co-supervisor may also be nhominated depending on the set
up of the project (e.g. an employer could be a co-supervisor in an external thesis project). The work may involve

laboratory experiments, field- or industry-based investigations, design applications or theoretical research.
