According to Part 4 Appeals of the UNSW Plagiarism Management Procedure, a student may
appeal against a determination of student misconduct only on the grounds of lack of procedural
fairness. Also known as ‘natural justice’, procedural fairness is a principle of law that is concerned
with the procedures used by a decision-maker, rather than the actual outcome reached.

Key requirements of procedural fairness include:

1. Ensuring that respondents are provided with all necessary details of the allegationsithat have
been made against them

2. Ensuring that respondents are given a proper opportunity to respond to the allégations in an
appropriate way before a decision is made (including detail of any mitigatingicircumstances)

3. That persons involved in deciding an outcome do not have any bias,or cenflict'of interest
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
