Although data science offers a promising avenue in climate prediction, the lack of adequately downscaled climate
projections with diverse local contexts remains a significant challenge. Although history has left behind a wealth of data
captured in human archives, there is a discernible gap in understanding how they can be used to develop climate
projections. We present a case study of a project that used historical records to develop a long-term climate data series for
Vietnam. Our preliminary insights highlight how historical imprints can be leveraged to navigate present uncertainties by
synthesizing the past with the present.
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
