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The function of developing or acquiring, testing and implementing hardware infrastructure, and applications and databases to support the 

business needs of the University to capture, store, retrieve, transfer, communicate and disseminate information through automated systems. 

Includes the evaluation of software and hardware and the acquisition, tendering, leasing, licensing and disposal of systems.  

Also includes communication network systems such as video conferencing, voice mail and electronic mail and the technical aspects of the 

Internet, Intranet and websites.

APPLICATION DEVELOPMENT Records relating to the design and development of systems which are proceeded 

with, including the configuration or customisation of off-the-shelf packages.
