This course aims to introduce advanced mathematics students to a selection of themes of pure 
mathematics in order to motivate further abstraction and give practice in mathematical rigour. 

 

Course D escription 
Mathematics went through quite a revolution around the turn of the 20th century. In particular, an 
axiomatic approach infiltrated the mathematical paradigm, both as a tool to ensure mathematical 
rigour and to abstract common principles working in a variety of different settings.
